1/ You will need the installation CD of Win2000 Professional or Server (winXP Pro CD WILL NOT work) or a trial version of Windows 2000 Server - See the FAQ's at the bottom of this page
2/ If you don't have 2 cd-rom players I suggest you to copy the directory i386 from the WinXP Home on your hard disk 
3/ In this directory (i386) there is a file called IMS.CAB with WinRar (or something similar) unpack the content to a temporary folder (you will need them at the end of the installation)
4/ Search for and find the file: c:\WINDOWS\INF\SYSOC.INF 
5/ In the section [COMPONENTS] you will find this line: iis=iis.dll,OcEntry,iis.inf,hide,7
6/ Change it to this: iis=iis2.dll,OcEntry,iis2.inf,,7
    (remember to change the name in iis2.dll and iis2.inf and to eliminate the word hide. In this way you bypass the protection of XP home)
7/ From the Win2000 cd (Pro or Server) take the files: iis.dl_ and iis.in_ that are in the i386 folder and copy them on your desktop, open a dos windows and with the prompt pointing at your desktop edit the following commands:
     EXPAND IIS.DL_ IIS2.DLL
     EXPAND IIS.IN_ IIS2.INF
     this will generate two new files named iis2.dll and iis2.inf
     copy and paste IIS2:DLL to c:\WINDOWS\SYSTEM32\SETUP\
     and IIS.INF to c:\WINDOWS\INF\
8/ Go to control panel/application/windows components (I don't have an English version of      Windows so I don't know exactly the name) and start windows installer. You will see  "Internet Information server" is now available as a checkable option.
9/ Select it (I suggest that if you are looking only for PWS to select only that because the more components you install the more files you have to search for)
10/ It will need about 10/15 minutes and during that time the system is going to ask you for a lot of files: some are in XP Home CD other in Win2000 CD. At a certain point the system will ask you for the EXCH_adsiisex.dll file: it is the file you have extracted at the point 3 of this guide, select it and you should go on without trouble.
11/ At the end restart you computer.
12/ Test if it is working: open Internet Explorer and type in the address line: http://localhost
13/ If it will not work, try the following:
       open a DOS window and type: iisreset /RESTART
       go to web proprieties in "directory protection" (I don't know if this is the exact name on an English version) click on "modify" (or edit, as said before I don't have an English  version ...) "browse" and finally"find". You will see all user in your PC. Select the one you are working with and click OK. In the text-box you will see PcName\UserName. Click OK to close the window. Remember to uncheck "password Control) and click OK three times. Close and restart the web server and retry point 12. If all is correct you will see the default presentation page of IIS 5 and the online help
FAQ's & Notes from the Forum:
Some people had a few problems understanding point 13 due to the fact that Pippo uses an Italian version of Windows. Below are some comments from the WebThang Forum that should help clarify things.
· I followed the steps and successfully installed IIS on XP Home edition. Even though I had to try it twice, it worked. I even installed the .NET platform SDK, worked fine. Step 13 is a little confusing, but if you know that you are supposed to change the settings at /ControlPanel/PerfomanceAndMaintance/AdministativeTools/InternetServiceManager, then it's not so bad.

· I tried the solution proposed by Pippo Mares to implement IIS on XP Home version and it worked for me too. 
Pippo was working with an Italian version of XP so his translation of the final configuration tasks is not correct. If you check the settings in the Internet Service Manager (access by Administartive Tools in the control panel) to check the default web page for your server and remove the password requirment for anonymous accounts, it should work.

A: c:\windows\inf\sysoc.inf is a hidden directory. Unhide it, and you will find the file.

· NOTES ON COMMON PROBLEMS - posted by CaptTripps
After fighting with it for a while, I think I encountered most of the problems that I have seen posted here (and then some), so I thought I would offer the fruits of my labours to you.

Problem 1: I am unable to see the IIS options in the Install Remove control panel app. More specifically, I was unable to open the windows components section.

Solution 1: I tried to comment out the original line with an ' (apostrophe) instead of replacing it. This did not comment the line out and XP registered 2 instances for IIS which caused the components section to lock up. I went back and removed the original line (leaving the new one). Now the IIS components showed up and the windows components section opened properly.

Problem 2: After extracting the two files and updating the inf file, I can see the IIS components, but I can't check them to install them.

Solution 2: This was caused by my inability to properly read the tutorial. It clearly says at the beginning of the tutorial to not use the files that you manually extract from a Windows XP Pro CD. After deleting the files and using the Windows2K versions instead, I found myself magically able to check the install options.

Problem 3: I can't log into localhost. I admit that I fought with this for quite some time ('till 1:00AM when I gave up because I had to get up at 5:30AM). None of the posts that I read seemed to completely resolve the problem.

Solution 3: After messing with the account and password settings, and messing with the file permissions, and just about everything else over and over, I stumbled upon another route of exploration. This yielded the solution. 

- If you RT-Click on the "Default Web Site" selection in the IIS control panel app, and then click on "All Tasks", there is a -

- "Permissions Wizard" option. After running through this wizard and choosing 

- "select new security settings from a template" and "Next" and

- "Secure Web Site" and "Next" and

- "Replace all directory and file permissions (recommended)" 

- and then "Next" and "Finish", 

I found myself face to face with a magical "Hello World" message that I was beginning to think I would never See. 

Evidently between Messing with the file permissions and account/password settings I managed to gum it up. It could also be that they weren't set properly to begin with, I don't know. Either way, setting the proper account and resetting the file permissions fixed the problem. 

Hopefully this will help somebody who may be encountering similar problems trying to set this up

I am not sure if you solved this problem, but I thought I would just share what I found to fix the issue because i was having it.

Fisrt of all Event Viewer will give you this message:

Here is what worked for me:

1. Open the Component Services thingy
2. Click Component Services, Computers, My Computer, DCOM Config
3. Look for IIS Admin Service
4. Right click on this item then select properties.
5. Select the Security tab
6. Under "Launch and Activation Permissions" select "use default".
7. Try running your ASP Page again. This time it should work.

Hope I helped.
Then I right clicked on “Default Web Site” and went to:
Directory Security  >>  Edit..
Check “Anonymous Access” and uncheck others. Click “Edit”. Input for name: COMPUTER\(name_here) and the password for your windows login account for password:. 
NOTE: This may not be secure if actually using this as a host
