Testing Stord Procedures From SQL Plus

Purpose

This document describes the steps used to execute a stored procedure and display the returned values from SQL Plus using a REFCURSOR variable.

Example

Given Stored Procedure -- SP_GET_GENERIC_LKP

This procedure takes the following parameters;

pLKP_CODE

OUT 
VARCHAR2
,

pLKP_DECODE

OUT
VARCHAR2
,

pDDB_CODE

IN
VARCHAR2
,

GenericLkp

IN OUT cv_types.CV_GENERIC_LOOKUP 

In SQL Plus issue the following commands

SET SERVEROUTPUT ON ;

VARIABLE P1
VARCHAR2(5) ;

VARIABLE P2
VARCHAR2(255) ;

VARIABLE P3
VARCHAR2(5) ;

VARIABLE P4
REFCURSOR ;

Set the input variable (P3) to some valid code.  In this example it would Be REP(repairable).

EXECUTE :P3:=’REP’ ;

Execute the stored procedure as follows;

EXECUTE SP_GET_GENERIC_LKP( :P1, :P2, :P3, :P4 ) ;

If the stored procedure executed successfully( a message indicating successful completeion will be displayed) enter the following.

PRINT P4

This will list the contents of the REFCURSOR(P4).
