SET UP FROM WEBSITE TO DOWNLOAD SOFTWARE.

When the files are given on a CD ROM, the files below are what the End User sees. When they click on Setup.exe, the setup process will begin. The setup will place SIX files on the computer of the End User (to run the software) + the CAB.EXE (which is the software).
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If a person where to receive the files indicated above (which is now downloadable from the institute website), as a DEMO, they can give this info to ANYONE to copy. This is what I want to avoid. 

MY OWN SIMPLE TRIAL

When I have this on my hard drive [all the files illustrated above], I can make a short cut of the setup.exe and place it on my desktop.
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THE SHORT CUT ON MY DESK TOP – All I See is the SETUP.exe logo

When I press it, it starts the setup process, as described above. Now I will have the SIX files on my computer + The CAB.exe. This is what I want to happen from the website. So the SETUP.exe will NOT be given to them, as a download [like from the institute website now]. 

It can do this because the “short cut* goes back to the Setup.exe on my hard drive. This is what I want to do on the website. The DEMO [for example] is now sitting there as a zipped up file: a) can the shortcut invoke the Setup.exe within the zip file?, [if not, then it can if it is NOT zipped up, as on my little trial on my computer, can’t it??].
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
